Your child will have 6 weeks to complete at least 5 tasks of their choice. Please upload these
to Seesaw once they have completed each one.

Reading — Children will be provided with a reading book at their specific reading level. Please
read a few pages every day and write a comment in their reading record. It is important that
children are reading regularly as this boosts their reading progress and confidence. Please
ensure that children have their books in school each day as they may be required to read to
an adult. We are encouraging children to read books 2-3 times as this supports their fluency
and comprehension so books will be changed on Tuesdays and Fridays.
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Learning in school

English

Over the course of the year, the children will use a variety of ways to explore high quality
texts such as drama, visualisation and art. They will develop skills to produce fiction and
non-fiction writing that include using a range of punctuation accurately, adventurous
vocabulary, spelling many common exception words accurately and writing with
precursive handwriting. The children will read and listen to range of texts in dedicated
reading lessons which will develop comprehension skills and have time dedicated to
spelling and grammar.

Maths

Mental arithmetic is of great importance this year, with a particular focus on counting in
1s, 2s, 55 and 10s. The children will learn and develop a range of strategies to solve
addition, subtraction, division and multiplication calculations. Please support your child
in counting, learning number bonds to 10, 20 and 100 as well as the 2, 5 and 10 times
tables. Any help is appreciated. However, if you are unsure of the various strategies used
for calculations, please speak to your child’s class teacher. This half term we are
particularly focusing on number and place value of 2-digit numbers, addition and
subtraction of 2-digit numbers, multiplication and division, 2D and 3D shape, measure
and telling the time.
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Uniform \

The children have started the year looking very smart and your help with this is appreciated.
Please remember that jewellery (apart from plain studs) is not allowed in school and shoes
should be appropriate for the school environment (no heeled shoes allowed due to the
surface of the new trim trail). Hair gel and closely shaven hair is not permitted along with hair
pieces. Mid-length and long hair must be tied back at all times. Please ensure all items are
named, as without, we cannot guarantee items will make their way back to their owners.
